IT ISHEREBY ORDERED THAT unless compliance
with this order is excused in advance by the court:

1. Each claim objection must be presented in court in
accordance with the rules for presenting motions and must identify
the claimant and claim number.

2. A copy of the claim and any attachments to the
claim must be attached to the claim objection.

3. The claim objection must be served on the persons
specified in Rule 3007 of the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy
Procedure. Notice to the claimant must be served on the person
who signed the claim form at the address specified on the claim
form. If the name of the person signing the claim form is not
legible, service on a claimant must be made in accordance with

Rule 7004(b) of the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure.
